Year 6 Residential Trip - 26th – 28th January 2026 
 
We have an exciting opportunity to take the children on a residential visit in January 2026 to 
Runway’s End Outdoor Centre in Aldershot, Hampshire. 
 
As in previous years, children will have the opportunity to take part in adventurous activities such as: 
canoeing, caving, climbing, team-building activities, archery and shooting. More details about the

There is space for the whole year group to attend, so we are not limited on numbers. However, we 
will require a deposit of £33 in order to secure your child’s space.  
 
The cost of this residential trip is £136 per child, without transport.  This covers the cost of the 
activities, food and accommodation (a discount will be applied to those children in receipt of free 
school meals).  
 
There has been a dramatic rise in the cost of transport so we would like to give parents a transport 
option. Please indicate on the online form whether you would prefer to transport your child to and 
from the venue yourself or whether you would like school to explore transport options at an 
additional cost.  
  
We have set out a payment plan for those who wish to pay by instalments.  If you wish to pay the 
money in larger, or indeed smaller amounts in between the deadlines we have set, you are welcome 
to do so.  Payments should be made online via the ScoPay Payment System. Should you have any 
concerns regarding payment, then please do not hesitate to contact me.
